The most recd Native Americans
to occupy the Eau Gallie area wer
the Ais (pronounced ice). Since
before 1000 ADthe Ais Indians
lived in summer villages centered
on the creeks flowing into the
Indian River. In the winter they
lived on the barrier island to the
eas of the iver. The Ais village of
Pentoya was located where Ballar
Park is today, with the Gleason Pz
area of Indian Harbor Beach beinc
their barrier island camp. The few
remaining Ais Indians left for Cube
in 1763 when Spain traded Floride
to GreatBritain.
