History Minute  

 At the end of the Civil War, 
Confederate Vice President John C. 
Breckenridge fled Richmond with the 
remains of the Confederate treasury. 
The U.S. placed a high priority on his 
capture as a war criminal. When his 
party reached Mellonville (near 
Sanford) they procured a small 
rowboat with a mast. They hauled the 
boat through the swamps before 
placing it in the Indian River at 
LaGrange. On June 1, 1865 they 
stopped at John Houstonôs home on 
Elbow Creek for repairs. They 
eventually made it to Cuba, where 
they received a heroôs welcome.
