 In the 1880ôs and 1890ôs the Indian 
River Steamboat Co. operated 
steamboats on the Indian River. The 
flagship vessels of the company were 
the St. Lucie, St. Augustine and St. 
Sebastian. Each boat was about 130 
ft. long and 24 ft. wide, and drew less 
than three feet of water. With the 
coming of the railroad, the boats lost 
much of their commerce. When the 
company became insolvent in 1895, 
the St. Sebastian and St. Augustine 
were taken to the companyôs 
headquarters in Eau Gallie and 
anchored at the yacht basin until they 
were sold for use elsewhere in Florida.
