Highland Ave. Railroad Bridge 
Ever notice the gully in the ground 
behind the Ginter Building on the 
corner of Highland and St. Clair? In the 
1890ôs, as the railroad arrived in Brevard 
and moved south through Eau Gallie, 
the spur track had to curve to the East, 
starting near Aurora Road, and 
descending to the level of the Indian 
River. It continued its curve out onto the 
wharf near the library. When the tracks 
reached Highland Ave they were below 
street level and passed under a wooden 
bridge. This bridge was known as the 
ñzig-zagò bridge because the RR was at an 
angle to Highland Ave.
